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ENTRY CRITERIA

A professional teaching qualification suitable
for registration as a teacher or for teaching in
a tertiary institution.

Candidates are required to be working as
educators in some capacity or have access
to an environment in which they can practise
their skills as educators.

Consideration will also be given to candidates
who have no professional teaching
qualification but who have evidence of
satisfactory achievement of tertiary studies
and experience of teaching Information and
Communication Technology in an educational
setting.

Candidates are required to indicate whether
they have been convicted of a criminal
offence as some types of criminal conviction
may limit the ability to secure practicum
placements and therefore complete the
requirements of the programme and gain
employment in the education field.
